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(Child Care)

If you were considering leaving your three year-old child in a childcare facility (family day care or child care center), what would be your major concerns? Why? Would your concerns be different, if your child were an infant? Explain. Would you prefer an academic or a child- centered preschool for your child? Why?


If I were to put my three year- old child into a daycare center, I would have some concerns. My first concern would be, are the people there licensed? I would not want to send my child to a place where there has been no training, or knowledge of childcare. My second concern would be, what are the employees like? How will they treat my son/daughter? I do not want anyone who would yell at my child or hurt them physically or mentally. I would also want to know what the facility looks like, and how clean it is kept. I would be a horrible parent if I sent my child into a dirty unkept place.


Some of my less important concerns would be, when and what do they feed the children there, how many bathrooms are available, how many other children are in there care already, what are there hours, what are there rules and regulations about coming and going, and how much will it cost. I want to make sure that I feel comfortable with sending my child to a daycare center. I will never put my child into another person’s hands unless I feel confident about the situation.


If my child were younger than three years old, I would still be as strict. I would actually never send my infant to a daycare or childcare facility. I would fill more comfortable with sending my child to a close family member. I know that they would constantly be keeping their eyes on my baby and taking really good care of him/her. They love the baby almost as much as I do. Infants are a lot of work, and I do not want them to sit in a car seat, or not be fed often, or not being held, or not be played with. They need attention, and I do not feel that a childcare facility would give my child as much attention as he/she needs. 


I would not choose and academic centered or child centered preschool. I would hope that there is an option for both. I want my child to be looked after, but I also want them to learn as well. I think that preschool needs to be both academic and child centered, not one or the other. I think the children deserve it.
